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The state of Gujarat has the longest coastline of 1664 km 
amongst all the maritime states of India. Gujarat, with about 20% of 
the country's coastline, 33% of the continental shelf area (1,64,000 
sq. kin) and over 2,00,000 sq. km  of exclusive economic zone 
(EEZ), ranks second among the maritime states in marine fish 
production. Majority of the marine fish catch is landed at Veraval 
fishing harbour, where about 55 fish processing and freezing plants 
are involved in fish processing and export related activities. 
However, over the years, the marine fish production in the state has shown a declining trend 
from 2002 (4.68 lakh tons) to 2012 (3.6 lakh tons). 

On the other hand, aquaculture has been on the rise in Gujarat. During recent years, 
shrimp aquaculture industry especially in South Gujarat is gaining immense importance in 
terms of area, production as well as socio-economics. Presently, this massive brackish water 
aquaculture industry is one of the important agro-industry in the state. Its rapid development 
has attracted considerable attention in recent years. The state has 3.76 lakh hectares of coastal 
khar land area, out of which about 89,000 hectares has been found suitable for the 
development of aquaculture. Out of this, only 4249.95 hectares have been allotted to shrimp 
farmers for shrimp culture. At present shrimp farming is practiced in 3116 hectares area 
throughout the state. There is huge potential area still available for further development of 
shrimp farming in the state. Moreover, coastal belts of Gulf of Kachchh are abundant with 
various economically important seaweed species, which are the highly priced sources for 
industrial grade products such as agar agar, algin, alginic acid, minerals, etc. Thus, there is a 
good scope for commercialization of seaweed aquaculture at suitable coastal areas of Gujarat. 
Due to the construction of Narmada canal, more ponds have become perennial thereby 
increasing opportunities for more areas under fish culture and also increase the area for running 
water systems culture. In addition, water logged areas can fruitfully be used especially for 
inland aquaculture, thereby increasing the opportunities for employment generation.c ont. page  05
