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Reiterating the current government's commitment to the goal of doubling farmers' income by 
2022, the Union Budget 2018 gave a big thrust to agriculture and the related agri-tech sector. 
Union budget introduced a major reform that the minimum support price (MSP) for all 
agriculture produce would be fixed at a level to 
ensure the farmer a minimum return of one and 
half times over the production cost. India has a $ 
2.5 Tn economy and the government considers 
agriculture as an enterprise and wants to emphasis 
on generating higher income for farmers. To 
achieve this, the government announced certain 
measures for transforming agriculture in Union 
Budget 2018-19 as given below. 
• MSP for Kharif crops would be 1.5 times the 

cost of production. 
• The government would create an institutional 

mechanism to take decisions on various 
measures to ensure the farmers' income is doubled as per target. Government would work 
with NITI Aayog to develop system for optimal farm price realization connecting the existing 
22,000 Gramin-agri-centers (GRAMS) as well as 470 APMCs to eNAM to help farmers for a 
direct sales of their produce, as in India most of the farmers are small and marginal and not in 
position to transact at APMCs. 

• The government proposed to launch an Operation Green, for which a sum of Rs. 500 Crore 
was allotted in the budget. This would help the farmers to generate produce and to address 
price fluctuations in various crops like potato, tomato and onion for benefit of farmers and 
consumers. 

• The government plans to set up an agricultural market fund with a corpus of Rs. 2,000 Crore. 
• Allocation to the food processing sector has been doubled during 2018-19 and it was 

Rs.1,400 Crore. This would boost food processing; specialized agro-processing and financial 
institutions. For the better results, the cluster-model approach would be adopted for 
agricultural production. 

• There.is a proposal of increasing the institutional credit for agriculture to Rs. 11 Tn for 2018-19. 
• Agri. exports have the potential and it is probably going to touch $ 100 Bn in near future and 

therefore, to encourage the export sector, a state-of-the-art facility would be set up in 42 food 
parks for agri exports in 2018-19. 

• There is a proposal of extending the Kisan credit card to fisheries and animal husbandry 
farmers and to achieve this, Rs. 10,000 Crore were allocated for fisheries and aquaculture, 
and animal husbandry funds. 

• Allocation of Rs. 1,200 Crore was made to launch a restructured national bamboo mission. 
• Under the Prime Minister Krishi Sinchai Yojna Har Khet Ko Pani programme, 96 deprived 

irrigation districts would be taken up with an allocation of Rs. 2,600 Crore. 
• Farmer producer companies with a turnover of Rs. 100 Crore or more would get cent percent 

reduction under IT Act for the next five years. 
• All these reforms may transform the Indian agriculture in near future and the farmers may get 

their direct benefit and ultimately will help in doubling the income of the farmers by 2022, a 
dream of Hon'ble Prime Minister of India.
